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Activity Time

Description: Build your pinwheels as you read about how your family can prepare for His return 
and help your little ones (and you, too) feel comforted and look forward to the 
Second Coming.

What you
need:

A copy of “The Second Coming Pinwheel” activity (artwork included with this 
lesson), scissors, glue/tape, drinking straw, nut and screw or brad.

Preparation: 1. Print out the artwork. 
2. Match up and glue parts A & B together and parts C & D gotether with print 
     side out.
3. Cut out all pieces. Cut along red dotted lines. Use paper punch to make holes 
    in corders (red dotted circles).
4. Punch a hole in the top of the drinking straw. Place brad/bolt through hole in 
    straw. 
5. Place brad/bolt into center hole of the pinwheel with scripture side facing up.
6. After reading and discussing each scripture, fold up corner with paper punch 
inward to center and place through brad or bolt.

Activity: 1. Read scripture #1 (D&C 133:16). Ask: How does repentance and listening to the 
Lord help us be prepared for the Savior’s Second Coming?

 2. Read scripture #2 (D&C 133:8). Ask: Why is missionary work important before 
the Savior’s Second Coming?

 3. Read scripture #3 (D&C 133:6). Ask: Why is it important to pray and attend 
church together?

 4. Read scripture #4 (D&C 133:5). How can we avoid wickedness (spiritual Babylon) 
and be clean?

 5. Read scripture #5 (D&C 133:33, printed on the circle). How will the Second 
Coming of Jesus Christ be joyful?

Discuss ways your family can prepare and look forward to the Second Coming of 
Jesus Christ.
